A Strategic - Intended to give the information that allows decision makers to
make sound strategic decisions.

A Needs Assessment - Gives a scientifically robust understanding of the health
and wellbeing needs of a local population for more focused commissioning
and service delivery.

The JSNA will be used to inform the way in which services are organised and
delivered in Hull to meet the needs of the local population. Available for strategic
planning, but also micro-implementation.

What is different about the Hull JISNA?

The JSNA is regularly updated and is a living and interactive web based resource for
all the people of Hull, the Voluntary Sector, the Council, all the NHS Organisations
and Trusts, the Police and Fire Service.
